Brian Dixon next commented on the INDOT request for a right of way on
Old Salem Road in Utica to be staked by a surveyor for utility relocation. Prism
engineering has submitted a contract for $1,950.00. They are the only engineers
that can meet the deadline. This is 100% reimbursable by INDOT. Commissioner
Glover motioned to approve the Prism Contract to conduct a survey for the utility
relocation. Commissioner Stephenson seconded. Motion approved 3-0.
